POST-DOCTORAL FELLOWSHIPS OFFERED

PROMOTION 2011
(18 months, exceptionally 24 months)

Call for candidates: October 5th, 2011.
FFCSA’s Fellowships are awarded for 18 months, exceptionally 24 months.
They are exclusively aimed at candidates living in mainland China who wish to come to France. Chinese scholarship holders currently in France who are seeking to extend their stay are not eligible to apply.

Fellowships offered are aimed exclusively at post-doctoral scholars, who have obtained their Ph.D. before the end of December 2010 and within the last 6 years and are under 35 years of age. A fluent knowledge of English is a pre-requisite for admission.
Selection of candidates is a three-stage process:

1) call of offers, and short-listing of candidates in China, under the guidance of China Scholarship Council (CSC) and the Chinese Academy of Sciences (CAS) which select three times as many candidates as there are fellowships on offer;
2) interviews in China, in Beijing and Shanghai, by an FFCSA expert panel from France (candidates’ travel costs to the interview locations are at the candidates’ expense);
3)  Final decision in France by the FFCSA’s Scientific Council on the candidates selected and on their host laboratories in France, with the confirmation of CSC and the CAS.
The timetable for the fellowships promotion 2011 (18 months, exceptionally 24 months) award is as follows:

· October 5th, 2010: Call of proposal publication in French, English and Chinese of the Fellowships offered for promotion 2011;
· December31st, 2010: deadline for applications in China and in France;
· From January 10th 2011 to January 15th 2011: interviews of short-listed candidates in Beijing or Shanghai by examinators send by the FFCSA; ranking of candidates for each fellowship offered;
· From February 21st, 2011 to February 28th , 2011: final decision on candidates selected by the FFCSA’s Scientific Council, with the confirmation of CSC and the CAS; candidates selected will be immediately informed and will be required to start learning French intensively before leaving China (French training lessons in charge of the CSC).
· March-July 2011: French training lessons in China.
· September- October 2011: arrival in France of candidates selected.

The international plane fare from China to France and return is taken in charge by the CSC. The travel cost to provincial France when necessary will be covered by the FFCSA. The amount of the fellowship is € 2 500 net per month. The cost of health insurance is covered by the FFCSA.

Whichever the date corresponding at research work during the fellowship, publications should mention imperatively the help of the FFCSA and CSC.
During his/her stay in France, each scholar will be counselled by the FFCSA whose task is to ensure the harmonious integration of the scholar and the smooth development of his/her research programme. The scholar’s return to China is mandatory. FFCSA had created an Alumni Club in January 2005.
For the class 2011, 18 months exceptionally 24 months, beginning September-October 2011, fellowships offered are in the following subjects:
· DNA-methylation at CpG-dinucleotides, epigenetic marks. MeDIP-chip and MeDIP-seq data analysis.
· Atom optics, -quantum information using cold atoms nanophotonics and plasmonics, optical design and modeling, extreme UV and soft X ray optics.
· Traditional Chinese medical, Western medical Sciences.
· Molecular medicine: understanding disease mechanism-from animals models to drug targets/discovery.
· Influence of droplet injection on mixing inside a turbulent boundary layer
· Identification of genetic variants for mapping human disease genes. 2nd generation sequencing platforms ( RNA-seq)

· Molecular mechanism of hepatitis C infection and viral evasion of host immune response during liver transplantation.
· Fractural mechanics 

· Genetic instability and cancer 
· Models of the human body and biotechnologies: Science, technology, ethics and culture.
· Design and synthesis of foldamers for therapeutic applications.
· Cerebral small vessel disease.

· Cancer (Immunology and hematology)
· Physical metallurgy of welding or hot forming 

· Nano/micro fabrication &characterization, instrumentation, chemical or biochemical sensors; lab-on-chip, biochip, µarrays, µfluidics.

· Health economics of homecare channel (enteral nutrition at home, oxygenotherapy at home, others…).
· Process development in innovation project: system approach profil.

· Process development in an innovation project: divided wall columns in distillation.

· Structural mechanics

· Refining of metallurgical grade silicon by thermal plasma process for photovoltaic applications. LIBS analysis of the treated silicon in solid and liquid state.

· Synthesis of the carbon nanotubes /graphen hybrid architectures and their applications 
IMPORTANT
If the applicant chooses 2 thematics, he /she has to give his/her preference whether A or B
Candidates application’s package should include (see the application form)
-a detailed CV, 
-a motivation letter pointing out either the suitability of your CV,
-the scientific publications,
-the research grants, 
-and two letters one from the head of the laboratory and one from the President of their University or from a Science Academician if he or she is not working in a University.
